Summary of Evaluation Forms Completed from the Teenage Pregnancy Strategy Development Day – 18th January 2008

19 forms were completed, from a total of 36 practitioners and 15 young people who attended. 
Most of the tick box responses for both morning and afternoon sessions were ‘Good’ with a few ‘Excellent’ for the afternoon sessions and some ‘Average’ for the morning sessions.

The main comments on the morning sessions were that there were too many powerpoint presentations with repetition across them and this was also the main response to what people found least useful about the day. 
The vast majority of comments on the afternoon sessions stated how good it was to hear the views of young people and this was echoed in response to what people found most useful about the day.

Comments on what people hope will result from the event include:

· Joined up working and communication 
· Positive objectives to work towards 
· Change 
· Written feedback from the day and what were the main comments

· Up to date / reviewed strategy 
· Further improved communications

· Young people’s voices being heard and influencing board decision 
· Positive and effective way forward for the TP strategy
